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Nanjo City is recognized by Okinawa Prefecture as a center of production for goya (bitter melon), mango, okra, green beans and mozuku
(sea vegetable). In addition, watercress, cucumbers and peppers are among the top agricultural products in Okinawa Prefecture.
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Nanjo is the highest producer of dairy cattle and eggs in Okinawa Prefecture. The city supports the introduction of quality breeding cattle
for beef. In addition to squid fishing, the city has a thriving aquaculture industry, including umibudo (sea grapes), prawns and mozuku sea

vegetable.
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
