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Kudaka island is called 'God's Island' because it is believed that Ryukyu's founding deity, Amamikiyo, descended there from Heaven. The

island is dotted with sacred sites, some of which are hidden away in locations that are difficult to access. The island is also special to the
citizens of Nanjo.
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The secret of Ojima's popularity is the vitality of the fishermen, known as uminchu or, 'sea people', and the unique atmosphere of the port
town. In the summer there is a Hari (boat race) festival for the god of the sea to pray for safe voyages and good catches. This is a popular

event that attracts many spectators.
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
