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The Nanjo City Cultural Center includes Sugar Hall, which is the only large scale music performance facility in Okinawa dedicated to

classical music. There is an outdoor stage "Tsukishiro Hiroba' and a rehearsal room that can be used for various types of groups.
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Sugar Hall hosts three public choruses. A variety of performances are presented at the hall, including outdoor jazz events, musicals and
the Newcomers' Concert, which has produced a number of world-class artists.
